Timeline

605 BC
* To avoid the destruction of Jerusalem, Jehoiakim changes allegiances from Egypt to
Babylon

¢ Jehoiakim becomes Nebuchadnezzar’s servant

602 BC
¢ Jehoiakim rebels and refuses to pay tribute to Babylon
* Nebuchadnezzar stops the rebellion

* Takes prisoners back to Babylon — Daniel and his 3 friends

597 BC
¢ Several nations rebel against Babylon
* Jehoiakim dies and his son Jehoiachin (18 years old) reigns
* Nebuchadnezzar besieged Jerusalem
* Jehoiachin surrenders
* Nebuchadnezzar takes:
- All the treasures from the Temple
- All the treasures from the King’s palace

- Officials, Mighty Men of Valor, 10,000 people & Ezekiel (priest)

- Leaves the poorest people
* Installs Zedekiah as a “puppet king”
* Zedekiah rebels

* Nebuchadnezzar brings his army and lays siege to Jerusalem

586 BC
* Jerusalem falls
- Burns the Temple, King’s palace & all the houses
- Broke down the walls around Jerusalem

- Rest of people (except for the very poorest) taken into exile

* Gedaliah placed as Governor — killed 2 months later
* Remaining Jews fled to Egypt —

* Forced Jeremiah to go with them
